Goulburn High Farm Update

The year 7 Tech Mandatory class have begun their thirteen week Agriculture rotation with great
enthusiasm! They have met the farm residents — the cows, the sheep and the chickens, and of course Kev
the kangaroo! They have been working busily propagating plants — both ornamental and vegetable, and
are gaining great insight to plant production systems. So far they have planted onions, potatoes, squash
and cucumber, with some more seeds in the green house to be planted out soon.

Collection of the eggs is a daily ritual at the farm. The pullets have only started laying so every egg is
always a joy to get! Students in year 8 will be incubating chicken eggs to increase our egg production.
What is the incubation period of chicken eggs? First correct answer to Mr Dobb or Mrs Croker will
receive a prize!

Meanwhile, stage 5 Agriculture received a visit from local Landmark agronomists Mr Julian Minehan and
Mr Andrew Robertson, bringing with them examples of crops that are grown around the district such as
wheat, canola, clover, Lucerne, and new varieties that are being trialled. They explained to the students
about the challenges facing farmers around Goulburn such as acid soils, pests and diseases and changing
weather patterns. The students were particularly interested in what agronomists do and the pathways to
careers in the growing agricultural industry.

When choosing a service or
program for your child It's iImpartant to 23k questions of thesa in charge sa they can toll you what thay do to keop
kids safo,

For example, do staff hawe tha right qualifications and training? What type of traising, ongoing support and advice
do workers recoive about creating a child safe environment? Does the organtsation invohee tho parents and children
In tho dockions that affect thom? How does the organisation respond if thore = 2 complaint or allegation?

it's also Important to ask your children about thair axperionces and let thom know you are intorested i what they

o Talk about safe behaviours and teach tham 4 talk to you so they can tell you i they ever fee! szared, worried,
wpset or uncomiortabic.

Some questions that may help to start the conversation Include:

¢ what don't you like? ¢ what makes you feal safe?
4 Does anybody mako you feal happy? 4 What makes you feel scared?
